An average Indian man’s life expectancy (LE) at birth has increased by '
nearly 15 years in the last 40 years, while an average Indian woman 1is

living over 18 years longer than what she did four decades ago.

The world population’s lifespan has gained more than a decade since
1970 from 56-4 years in 1970 to 67-5 years in 2010 for an average male
and from 61:2 years to 73:3 years for a woman. An average Indian man

and woman’s LE 1s 63:2 years and 67-5 years, respectively.
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Author, Professor Majid Ezzati of Imperial College, London and Associate
Professor at the IHME (Institute for Health Metrics and Evaluation) at
the University of Washington, said that one of the main reasons behind
India's impressive gain in LE has been the reduction in numbers of child
mortality and low mortality among young adults. The US and several
other countries have taken decades to improve LE. If India manages to
cut down its tobacco consumption, lower high blood pressure rates in its
population and increase physical activity thereby cutting down obesity

rates, increase in LE of an average Indian will increase faster.
