For two to three days every road in the city, from the Kashmir1 Gate to Chandni
Chowk, was a battlefield. Three gates — the Ajmeri, the Turcoman and the Delhi —
were still held by the rebels ... At the naked spectacle of this vengeful wrath and
malevolent hatred the colour fled from men’s faces, and a vast concourse of men and
women.... took to precipitate flight through these three gates. Seeking the little
