In the first part of the twenty-lirst century, therelore, despite important changes taking place
in world politics, the traditional ambiguity about intcrnational security remains. In some ways the
world 1s a much saler place o Iive m as a result of the end of the cold war and the removal of
nuclear confrontation as a central element in East — West relations. It can be argued that some of
the processes of globalization and the generally cooperative effects of international institutions
have played an important part in dampening down some of the competitive aspects of the security
dilemma between states. These trends, however, are offset to a sigmificant extent, as the
continuing turmoil in the middle cast, the wars in Afehanistan and Iraqg, and the subsequent “war
on terror’, demonstrate. It 1s evident that military force continues (o be an important arbiter of
disputes both between and particularly within states, as well as a weapon uscd by terrorist
movements who reject the status quo. Also, conventional arms races continuc in diffcrent regions
ol the world. Nuclear, chemical and biological weapons still exert a powerlul influence on the
sceurity calculations of many states; crazy and ambitious politicians remain at the head of some
covernments; and cultural differences, as well as diverse values and the tensions inherent in
globalization iself, prevent the emergence ol global agreement on a wide range ol important
issucs. Water resources, tood, and cnergy arc potential sources of conflict, and it remains unclear
how great power relations will develop n the years ahead, as geo-political and geo-strategic
changes unfold. At a ume ol uncertainty and anxiety, individual and societal msecurity 1s
increcasingly cvident as the forces of fragmentation and integration assoctated with globalization
destabilize traditional wdentities and thereby complicate relationships within and between states.

As a result, 1t would be difficult to conclude that a paradigmatic shift towards a morc
pcacctul world 1s taking place in international politics and global security in the aftermath of the
cold war, or indeed that such a permanent shift 15 possible. The empirical historical evidence as
wcll as contemporary events sugeest caution. Periods of more cooperative inter-state (and inter-
group) relations have often n the past led to a lalse dawn and an unwarranted euphoria that
‘perpetual peace’ was about to break out. The structure of the international system, particular
kinds of political systems, human naturc, and the forces of globalization impose 1mportant
constraints on the way that individuals, states, or mternational institutions behave. So does the
continuing predominance of realist attitudes towards international and global security among

many of the world’s political lcaders.
