The bus as its
usual routine was enroute from Roorkee (U.P.) to Indira Gandhi Bus
Terminal (Kashmiri Gate, Delhi). Taher Sheikh boarded the bus at
Haridwar and was proceeding to Delhi. Since the bus was overcrowded,
Taher Sheikh along with other passengers got on to the roof of the bus as
there was no accommodation available inside the bus. He took his seat on
the right side. Unfortunately for him when the bus was nearing Murthal,
it swerved on the right side of the road to overtake a cart on the road.
Taher was struck by an overhanging branch of a tree and he fell down on
the ground sustaining multiple injuries in his forehead, chest, etc. He
was moved to B.S. Hospital and there he died on the following day as a
result of the injuries suffered.

The family of the deceased moved the court against the bus service
operator for the death of Taher. The driver and the conductor denied
their liability stating that Taher agreed to sit on the roof of the bus, and
what happened to Taher was an accident.

Is the bus service operator liable ? If yes, identify the law under which
they can be held liable. Describe the elements that need to be proved by

the family of the deceased before the court. Explain with reference to the
decided case 1n support of your answer. 6
