Cultural competence 1s the capacity to work ellectively with people from a variety of
cthnic, cultural, political, cconomic and religious backgrounds. It 1s being aware and respectful
of the values, belicfs, traditions, customs, and parcnting styles of thosc we serve, while
understanding that there i1s often as wide a range ol dilferences within groups. Cultural
competency 1s about developing skills. This mcludes improving your ability to control or
change vour own falsce beliefs, assumptions and stercotypes; to think flexibly; to find sourccs of
information about thosc who arc differcnt from you; and to recognize that your own thinking is
not the only way.

Cultural competence allows social workers (o feel comlortable and be effective in their
intcractions with familics whose cultures are different from their own. It cnables tamilies to feel
cood about their interactions with their social worker, and it allows the two partics to
accomplish their goals.

Cultural competence requires an open mind and heart and the willingness to accept the
vicws of others. It may mcan sctting aside your own belicfs i order to better serve others,
Generally, we need to lower our defences, take risks, and practice behaviours that may be
uncomfortable or unfamiliar. Remember that all people are alike m some ways and different in
others. Everyone needs to eal, have clothes and shelter, to learn, to grow, and (o experience
meaning and purposc in their lives,

The first step toward being more culturally competent is self-awarcness. To understand
and appreciate the culture of others, we must lirst understand and appreciate our own culture.
There arc several ways to learn about other cultures. First, find somcone — a friend, ncighbour,
or colleague — who can serve as your ““guide”™ to the culture. You can also study a culture by
reading history, geography, poetry, biography, and [icuon. In addition to reading or using a
guide, you can participate in the daily routine of the culture you wish to learn about by
celebrating their holidays, working on community projects, and attending worship. Finally, you

can lecarn the language,
