As also stated in the ICOMOS charter on cultural routes, cultural routes as continuous and shared systems synthesize diverse
heritage elements and / or sub-sites through cultural landscapes together with the cultural, historical, symbolic, functional
and economic values as intangibles by linking and integrating them in an interdisciplinary and mutual framework, Although
the meanings and constituents of cultural routes have not yet been properly defined, there are several developing
viewpoints on the subject in both national and international circles and literature, numerous meetings, organizations and
conferences have been arranged and many studies were carried out by researchers from different fields in order to discuss
and clarify the term.
