Literalure, like sculpture or painting, has an independent, semipermanent, slalic existence.
Verbal art, on the other hand, is intangible and dynamic. Even where the narrator is expected to
repeat a tale as early verbatim as he can, there is still the possibility of considerable change over the
period of centuries. The amount of change that occurs probably depends upon the complexity of
the form, and assuming an cqual emphasis on exact repetition, one would at least expect more
change in long involved narratives than in proverbs. Moreover, where the narrator is expected lo
introduce original variations in characters and characterizations, incidents and their sequence,
descriptive details, or novel tourists to familiar plots, a tale may vary markedly even from one
telling by the same narrator to another. In such cases, cach telling of a lale must be regarded as a
unique event, and m approaching the problem of creativity it is important to distinguish between
1. The variations on a familiar theme introduced by the individual narrator, and 2. The origin of
the theme, or the tale type, itself. Tt is worth noting, also, that where as in the translation of literary
works a deliberate attempt is usually made to adhere as faithfully as possible to the original text,
when a folktale spreads verbally by diffusion it may be markedly modified and reinterpreted in the
process of adaptation to a new cultural setting.
