Gender differences in access 1o economic opportunities are Irequently debated in relation
to gender differences in labour market participation. There is need to look beyond such
participation to tocus on productivity and carnings — for two rcasons. First, a focus cxclusively
on labour force participation provides only a partial picture of women’s and men’s experience n
the labour market. Far from becing a simple  decision about whether or not to join the Tabour
force, participation in market work involves reallocating time across a variety of activitics — a
process that can be difficult and costly, particularly for women. And a focus solcly on
participation masks gender differcnces in the nature and dynamics of work. Sccond, despite
significant progress in female labour tforce participation over the past 30 years or 80, pervasive
and persistent gender differcnees remain in productivity and carnings across different scctors
and jobs. Indeed, many women around the world appcar to be caught in a productivity trap —
onc that imposecs significant costs on women’'s welfarce and economic cmpowerment today and

scrious disineentives to invest in the women of tomorrow.

Despite lower carnings and productivity, women are not worse farmers, cntreprencurs and
workers than men. The gender differences in labour productivity and carnings arc primarily the
result of differcnces in the economic activities of men and women — although gender differences

in human capital and in the returns to worker and job characteristics also play a rolc.

Indecd, men’s and women's jobs differ greatly, whether across scctors, industrics,
occupations, types of jobs or types of firms. While these differences evolve with cconomic
development, the resulting changes in the structure of employment are not enough to climinate
cmployment sceregation by gender. So women all over the world appear to be concentrated n
low-productivity jobs. They arc over-represented among unpaid family workers and 1 the
informal scctor. And they rarcly rise to positions of power in the labour market. Gender
differences in time use, gender differences in access to productive inputs and gender differences
stcmming from market and institutional farlures lecad to gender scercgation in acccss to

cconomic opportunitics,

[t 1s precisely this interaction of segregation with the gender differences mentioned above
(time use, access to inputs, and market and institutional failures) that traps women in low-
paying jobs and low productivity business. Breaking out of this productivity trap rcquircs
interventions that lift time  constraints, increasc women's access to  productive inputs,

particularly land and credit and correct market and institutional failures.
