There are, of course, conflicting
opinions. Classical ~ Realists like

Machiavelli and Hobbes would have
dismissed the idea entirely. In their view
serving the state was the highest moral
duty and no state had external obligations.
However, philosophers of a cosmopolitan
outlook, from the Roman Cicero through
the natural law theorists and Kant down to
Charles Beitz, who put individuals not
states at the centre of things, would hold
that there is a universal law with a moral
dimension binding on all individuals,
peoples and states. But then ideologues
and revolutionaries from Marx to the
Ayatollah Khomeini would take a
dialectical, polarized approach, arguing
that those representing states had moral
obligations only to those of like mind, not
the reactionary, class enemy or infidel who
stands in the way of a just order. Finally
there are the communitarians, as it were :
modern Realists in the English School
tradition, such as E.H. Carr, Hedley Bull
and Herbert Butterfield, who argue that
morality cannot be a static concept but that
it arises in context and that the moral
requirements of a state which must survive
in a context of potentially hostile states,
and above which there is no political
superior to enforce law and order, must be
different from those of an individual in an
orderly civil society.
