He was without an antagonist on earth: he, by the

The Mahabharata describes how, when war between the Kauravas and the
Pandavas became almost inevitable, Gandhari made one last appeal to
her eldest son Duryodhana :

By making peace you honour your father and me. as well as
your well-wishers ... it is the wise man in control of his
senses who guards his kingdom. Greed and anger drag a
man away from his profits; by defeating these two enemies
a king conquers the earth ... You will happily enjoy the
earth, my son, along with the wise and heroic Pandavas ...
There 1s no good in a war, no law (dharma) and profit
(artha), let alone happiness; nor i1s there (necessarily)
victory in the end — don’t set your mind on war ...

Duryodhana did not listen to this advice and fought and lost the war.

On horse and on foot

This is how Ibn Battuta describes the postal system :

In India the postal system is of two kinds. The horse-post,
called ulug, 1s run by royal horses stationed at a distance of

| every four miles. The foot-post has three stations per mile;
it 1s called dawa, that 1s one-third of a mile ... Now, at every
third of a 'mile there is a well-populated village, outside
which are three pavilions in which sit men with girded loins
ready to start. Each of them ecarries a rod. two eubits in
lengthywith copper bells at the top. When the courier starts
from the city he holds the letter in one hand and the rod
with its bells on the other; and he runs as fast as he can.
When the men in the pavilion hear the ringing of the bell
they gét raad) As soon as the courier reaches them, one of
them takes the letter from his hand and runs at top speed
shaking the-rod all the while until he reaches the next
dawa. And the same process continues till the letter
reaches its destination. This foot-post is quicker than the
horse-post: and often it is used to transport the fruits of

Khurasan which are much desired in India.

In
this street live many merchants, and there vou will find all
sorts of rubies, and diamonds, and emeralds, and pearls,
and seed-pearls, and cloths, and every other sort of thing
there is on earth and that you may wish to buy. Then vou
have there every evening a fair where they sell manv
common horses and nags, and also many citrons, and limes,
and oranges, and grapes, and every other kind of garden
stuff, and wood; you have all in this street.

More generally, he described the city as being “the best-
provided city in the world” with the markets “stocked with
provisions such as rice, wheat, grains, India corn and a

certain amount of barley and beans, moong, pulses and

horse-gram” all of which were cheaply and abundantly

" Hvailable. According to Fernao Nuniz, the Vijayanagara

~markets were “overflowing with abundance of fruits, grapes

and oranges, limes, pomegranates, jackfruit and mangoes
and all very cheap”. Meat too was sold in abundance i1n the
marketplaces. Nuniz describes “mutton, pork, wvenison,
partridges, hares, doves, quail and all kinds of birds,
sparrows, rats and cats and lizards” as being sold in the

market of Bisnaga (Vijayanagara).
